As it relates to Question 1: Since | was elected | have supported a complete overhaul of the redistricting
process, ensuring that it is completely independent from the political process. | have said time and again
that the people should choose their representatives, not vice versa. | could not support the constitutional
amendment because | believe it did not go far enough in creating a truly independent redistricting

commission. The fail safe in the adopted process reverts back to the political branches of government — and
in that sense is not independent. While | respect Citizen Union’s support for the constitutional amendment, |
would like to see us go further.

As it relates to question 2 under campaign reform, | understand the concerns with the two-party system and
agree with many of the goals of Citizens Union to ensure that the “duopolistic” nature of the party system is
dismantled. This is one of the reasons why | proudly sought and received the endorsement of the Working
Families Party, and why | have supported candidates running on the WFP line. It has inserted “competition”
into the party system in New York, and I think it has given progressive candidates such as myself the
opportunity to win elections.

The problem | have with doing away with partisan elections is that, for better or worse, right now political
parties are the only way to mobilize voters who do not have the resources to mobilize themselves. The
citizens | represent in the Bronx, who do not have the time or money to become involved in politics, would
be hurt by nonpartisan elections. Absent campaign finance reform and the FULL public financing of
campaigns, it would further lead to wealthy individuals influencing campaigns. It is unconscionable to me,
for instance, that an individual can spend nearly a quarter billion dollars of his own money to win election for
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mayor three times. Nonpartisan elections would do nothing to curb that problem, and would do nothing to
mobilize the poorest voters to exercise their constitutional right to vote.

As it relates to question 11: | support making the primary date the same for all elections, saving us taxpayer
money. However as a state legislator now for four years who travels up to Albany sometimes 4-6 days a
week, | have found that making contact with the residents of my district during legislative session is difficult.
Holding elections during legislative session makes it even more difficult for a representative do his/her job
while at the same time meeting voters. | am not sure two weeks is enough time after session. Maybe the
solution is to end legislative session earlier or later, and change the fiscal year in the process, which would
alter the demands of legislative session vis-a-vis campaign season. We should be able to find a compromise
between cost efficient elections and the demands of government.

TOP FIVE CAMPAIGN PROMISES FROM LAST ELECTION AND ACTION ON THEM

Each year | have run | have said | do not make campaign promises but rather commitments to my
constituents. In 2012, these were my commitments:

1. Public Safety in the 33 District - we have to do all we can to get illegal guns off the street and stop gun
violence, while also ensuring that community members feel the police is there to protect them and their
families. That means doing away with programs like Stop and Frisk, which | believe is unconstitutional,
and it means ensuring that immigrants in the Bronx are not afraid to approach law enforcement for fear
of getting caught up in deportation proceedings.

| have worked with the local precincts, community organizations, and the new leadership at City Hall to
keep our neighborhoods safe. We have ended stop and frisk, we have held Know Your Rights forums on
civil liberties, and we were able to secure state funding for a program in the Bronx to reduce gun
violence called SNUG.

2. Criminal Justice Reform - as the Ranking Member on the Crimes, Crime Victims, and Corrections
Committee during the first two years of my tenure, it was my job to help oversee the corrections system,
to ensure victims are protected, help those who have been wrongfully accused, and to give those
returning from prison the opportunities they need to be productive citizens.

| passed the Charitable Bail Law which allows those arrested for misdemeanors but who cannot post bail
to be assisted through a third party nonprofit organization. | have worked with the governor on limiting
the harmful effects of Secure Communities. We have finally secured the transfer of the Futon Facility to
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the Osborne Association, and have put in place the institutional support to make it the most unique
reentry facility for those returning from prison in the country.

Community and Economic Development — While unemployment has decreased in the Bronx, it is still the
highest in the city and near the highest in the state. We need to do more to promote responsible
economic and community development. | support the governor’s efforts to invest hundreds of millions of
dollars in the Regional Economic Councils and think we can do more. At the center of that effort in my
district is the redevelopment of the Kingsbridge Armory, which has the potential to revitalize my
neighborhood and provide hundreds of living wage jobs for my neighbors.

| am proud to say that the Kingsbridge Armory redevelopment project has been achieved in my last term.
The Kingsbridge National Ice Center will open in 2017, bringing responsible economic development and
vitality to my community.

Health Care - the Bronx continues to be the unhealthiest county in the State. This is why I launched the
Bronx CAN health initiative and will continue to work with community partners like Montefiore Medical
Center and Bronx Health Reach to ensure that my community gets access to healthy foods, preventive
care, and the best possible health coverage we can provide. As a member of the Health Committee in the
State Senate, | will continue to propose legislation that will improve the health of the Bronxites | serve.

Bronx CAN is now in its fourth year and we have helped hundreds of our residents take ownership of
their health through our health fairs and other programming.

Education - | continue to be an educator and believe it is still the Great Equalizer in our society. It is the
main engine of upward mobility, especially in a District such as mine which has higher levels of poverty
and lower high school graduation rates than just about anywhere in the state. Education is important for
everyone - but it is more vital in my community than ever. | will continue to work on educating our youth,
reforming the education system in terms of curriculum, and providing our teachers the resources they
need to do their jobs to the best of their abilities.

| am proud to have been part of the effort to add more than $1 billion in state funds to education this year
and to have brought universal Pre-K to New York City.
